Target Audience

This course will appeal to those wishing to find a means of targeting sub-groups of a population and who work primarily with
categorical data, but who may have continuous data. Typical applications include: identifying those most likely to respond
positively to a mailing, those who may prove to be greater credit risks or those customers who are likely to churn.

Prerequisites

Experience of working in the Windows environment and a general understanding of key Windows features. Attendees should
also have a solid understanding of basic statistical concepts (including measures of central tendency, dispersion and cross
tabulation tables). Attendees should also know what data is available to them and what they will be trying to achieve using this
PASW Statistics add-on module.

The course begins with a general introduction to the features of the PASW Decision Trees module and an overview of decision
tree based methods. Attendees will then take a detailed look at each of the analytical methods within the module: CHAID,
Exhaustive CHAID, C&RT and QUEST.
